Seventh Edition of ZagrebDox Presented


Zagreb, 28 January – The 7th edition of ZagrebDox, the largest international documentary film festival in the region, will take place from 27 February to 6 March at Kaptol Centre’s Movieplex cinema. Throughout eight festival days, the Zagreb audience will have the opportunity to see more than 140 current documentaries from around the world.

The International Competition includes 29 films, and the Regional 24, which means that a total of 53 film titles will compete for the festival prizes, Big Stamps. A Little Stamp is awarded to an author up to 30 years of age, while ‘Movies That Matter’ award will be granted to the film deemed the best promoter of human rights. The audience award for best film will be granted by the general sponsor T-Croatian Telecom for the fifth time around.

In addition to the competition, the programme also comprises official programmes: alongside the well-known ‘Musical Globe’, ‘Controversial Dox’, ‘Happy Dox’ and the programme launched last year, ‘State of Affairs’, this year’s edition includes two brand new programmes: ‘Masters of Dox’ and ‘Teen Dox’. The ‘Masters of Dox’ will present the latest works by world-renowned documentary authors, while ‘Teen Dox’ turn to teenage audiences. Additional programmes will encompass a couple of retrospectives: films by one of the most important documentary authors of today, Nicolas Philibert, and a Participant Media retrospective, selected by Diana Weyermann. Participant Media is a significant and extremely influential production company in the film world, famous for its production of socially involved live action and documentary works – ‘An Inconvenient Truth’, ‘Darfur Now’ and ‘Food Inc’ are only some of their acclaimed titles. In addition to those, the festival programme will include several films produced by Factum and a programme selected by film critic Diana Nenadić – a retrospective of early Croatian documentaries.

Last year we had 25 thousand visitors and won over the Movieplex and Kaptol Centre. Mostly, I am convinced, thanks to outstanding films. Therefore, this year we are preparing a series of surprises – films awarded in Cannes, Berlin, Sundance, IDFA, as well as two of this year’s Oscar nominees. One of them, ‘Wasteland’, the award-winning feature documentary by Lucy Walker, retraces artist Vik Muniz’s three-year-long journey to the largest landfill in the world, on the outskirts of Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. The International Competition includes the war tale ‘Armadillo’, awarded in Cannes, by the Dane Janus Metz, taking place in Afghanistan. There is also the Polish documentary ‘A Piece of Summer’ by Marta Minorowicz, the short winner of DOK Leipzig; a multiply awarded hypnotising journey into the night in the Swiss film ‘Goodnight Nobody’ by Jacqueline Zünd; as well as last year’s IDFA winner, the Dutch film ‘Positioning Among the Stars’ by Leonard Retel Helmrich, who followed an Indonesian family in the slums of Jakarta for twelve whole years. The Regional Competition will present twelve Croatian documentaries, including new films by acclaimed filmmakers such as Goran Dević, Miroslav Mikuljan and Petar Krelja; as well as works by young authors whose time is yet to come, such as Davor Kanjir, Tonči Gaćina and Darko Stanković, said Nenad Puhovski.

In addition to that, the audience will have a chance to see films covering most intriguing personalities and most challenging current events – films about Wikileaks, Željko Mavrović, Natascha Kampusch, Tomislav Merčep, Mikhail Khodorkovsky, or the relationship between Vlada Divac and Dražen Petrović... As always, ZagrebDox pays special attention to Croatian documentaries – alongside around 20 films in all programmes, this year we will screen a unique retrospective of Croatian wartime documentaries – those made between 1991 and 1995, said Puhovski.

The records of the last year’s festival rates confirm that the venue was extremely well received, therefore our collaboration with Movieplex and Kaptol Centre, which recognised our project’s quality, continues. Throughout the festival, the screenings will be held daily in all five screening rooms, giving visitors a chance to choose from the rich programme and a myriad of films. Our tradition of free screenings continues – theatre 2 will show reruns of all official competition films, but without Croatian subtitles. Ticket prices remained unchanged, at 20 kuna for day and 25 kuna for evening screenings. On Sunday, 6 March, we will screen The Best of Fest programme. The ticket will cost 35 kuna. For the fifth time around, our general sponsor is T-Croatian Telecom, while other supporters include the City of Zagreb, City Office for Education, Culture and Sport, HAVC, European MEDIA Fund for film festival support, French Institute, DHL, Austrian Cultural Forum, Rezolucija, AVC Zagreb Sony, Press Clipping, Stella Artois, Hotel Astoria and many others, said Sanja Borčić, Deputy Director of ZagrebDox.

We take great pride in the fact that this year, as the general sponsor, we can contribute to the organisation of ZagrebDox, the largest international documentary film festival in the region. Year in and year out, the quality of the programme attracts the audience interest, confirmed by last year’s 25 thousand visitors. We are satisfied that the most interesting films from previous editions of the festival will be available to the users of MAXtv as free content within the MAXtv video collection, said Maja Weber, Head PR of T-Croatian Telecom.
